	AN ORDINANCE OF THE MAYOR AND THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF DORAL, FLORIDA, CREATING ARTICLE VII OF CHAPTER 44, TITLED “MICRO-MOBILITY DEVICES”; RELATED TO THE REGULATION OF MICRO-MOBILITY DEVICES; PROVIDING FOR IMPLEMENTATION; PROVIDING FOR INCORPORATION OF RECITALS; PROVIDING FOR INCORPORATION INTO THE CODE; PROVIDING FOR SEVERABILITY; AND PROVIDING FOR AN EFFECTIVE DATE



 BRIEF HISTORY:
	Due in large part to advocacy on behalf of the Mayor and City Council, the 2025 Florida legislature amended Florida Statute §316.2128, to provide municipalities with greater authority to regulate micromobility devices on their rights of way. 

Florida Statute §316.2128 authorizes municipalities to regulate the operation of micro-mobility devices and motorized scooters within their respective jurisdictions, subject to uniform traffic control laws, also Miami-Dade County Code § 2-98.3 establishes countywide regulations for shared mobility devices, which municipalities may further regulate within their jurisdictions. 

During the August 13, 2025 City Council meeting, the City Council instructed the City Attorney to draft legislation providing for age and safety equipment, and for a schedule of fines for violations
