A RESOLUTION OF THE MAYOR AND THE CITY COUNCIL OF 
THE CITY OF DORAL, FLORIDA, AUTHORIZING THE ADOPTION 
OF THE CITY OF NORTH MIAMI’S CONTRACT WITH BIDERA, 
LLC FOR SURPLUS AUCTION SERVICES FOR THE CITY OF 
DORAL DEPARTMENTS AS NEEDED: PROVIDING FOR 
IMPLEMENTATION; AND PROVIDING FOR AN EFFECTIVE

 WHEREAS, the City of Doral (the “City”) seeks to adopt the City of North Miami 

Contract with Bidera, LLC for surplus auction services, for the City of Doral Departments, 

as needed; and 

WHEREAS, section 2-322 of the City Code of Ordinances provides that the City 

may enter into contracts competitively entered into by other governmental entities; and  

WHEREAS, the City of North Miami Contract with Bidera, LLC, is a revenue 

generating contract and one hundred percent (100%) of the sale proceeds will go directly 

to the City, and revenue funds received from the sale of surplus items will be deposited 

into the City’s Miscellaneous Revenue (001.5000.369100) account; and 

 WHEREAS, staff respectfully requests that the City Council authorize the City 

Manager to adopt the City of North Miami Contract with Bidera, LLC, which was 

competitively entered into in a manner like that set forth in Chapter 2, Article V, of the 

City’s Code of Ordinance, for surplus auction services, for the City of Doral Departments, 

as needed, for the period set forth in the City of North Miami Contract for surplus auction 

services and any approved additional subsequent extension; and  

 NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY 

OF DORAL AS FOLLOWS: 
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 Section 1. Recitals.  The foregoing recitals are confirmed, adopted, and 

incorporated herein and made a part hereof by this reference. 

 Section 2. Authorization. The City Council hereby authorizes the City Manager 

to adopt the City of North Miami Contract for surplus auction services, for the City of Doral 

Departments, as needed. 

 Section 3 Implementation. The City Manager and the City Attorney are hereby 

authorized to take such further action as may be necessary to implement the provisions 

of this Resolution. 

  Section 4. Effective Date.  This Resolution shall become effective immediately 

upon adoption.
