	AN ORDINANCE OF THE MAYOR AND THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF DORAL, FLORIDA, AMENDING CHAPTER 11 "CODE ENFORCEMENT" OF THE CITY’S CODE OF ORDINANCES, TO CLARIFY INSPECTION AUTHORITY OF NON-RESIDENTIAL PROPERTIES; TO PROVIDE FOR  ENFORCEMENT LIMITATIONS BASED ON ANONYMOUS COMPLAINTS PURSUANT TO FLORIDA STATUTES; AND TO AUTHORIZE ENHANCED CODE ENFORCEMENT FINES PURSUANT TO FLORIDA STATUTES; PROVIDING FOR IMPLEMENTATION; PROVIDING FOR INCORPORATION OF RECITALS; PROVIDING FOR INCORPORATION INTO THE CODE; PROVIDING FOR SEVERABILITY; PROVIDING FOR CONFLICTS, AND PROVIDING FOR AN EFFECTIVE DATE

 BRIEF HISTORY:
	The City of Doral’s Code Compliance Department is responsible for enforcing local ordinances to protect the public health, safety, and welfare of the community. Chapter 11 of the City Code governs the City’s code enforcement process, including inspections, procedures, fines, and magistrate authority. Over time, changes to state law and operational needs prompted a re-evaluation of existing provisions.

In response, Ordinance No. 2025- was drafted to amend Chapter 11 in three key areas: (1) clarifying the authority of Code Compliance Officers to inspect non-residential properties during reasonable hours for code violations; (2) codifying recent state limitations that prohibit enforcement investigations based solely on anonymous complaints unless there is an imminent threat; and (3) adopting the enhanced fine structure authorized by Florida Statutes for municipalities with populations exceeding 50,000. 

These changes aim to strengthen enforcement capabilities, promote transparency, and align local procedures with current state law.

	Fiscal Impact Statement: The proposed ordinance is not anticipated to result in a significant fiscal impact to the City. Any potential costs associated with enforcement activities, such as inspections or legal proceedings, are expected to be absorbed within the existing budget of the Code Compliance Department. Additionally, the adoption of enhanced fine provisions may result in increased revenue from code violations, particularly for serious or repeat offenses, which could offset enforcement expenses and support continued compliance efforts.



STRATEGIC PLAN ALIGNMENT:
	This proposed amendment aligns with the Public Safety, Exceptional Service, and Revenue, Innovation, and Efficiency portions of the City’s strategic plan. 

By clarifying inspection authority for non-residential properties and enforcing compliance with building, safety, and operational standards, the ordinance directly enhances protections for the public and mitigates potential hazards.

Codifying the procedures for inspections and anonymous complaints ensures that Code Compliance Officers operate with consistency, transparency, and accountability, reinforcing trust and professionalism in service delivery.

The adoption of enhanced fine structures provides a more impactful deterrent for violations and can generate additional revenue to support enforcement operations.
