Subject: Mutual Aid Agreement between the Town of Bay Harbor Islands and

Introduction

The City of Doral Police Department respectfully requests the Mayor and City Council authorize
the Police Department to enter the Mutual Aid Agreement between the Town of Bay Harbor
Islands and the City of Doral.

Background

Mutual Aid Agreements are vital components necessary to provide effective public safety services.
The agreements provide specific guidelines for interdepartmental cooperation between
participating cities and their police departments. By detailing ground rules for operational
assistance, command and supervisory responsibilities, the handling of complaints resulting from
cooperative efforts, liability, police powers, privileges, immunities, costs, and insurances, the
agreements form the foundation for mutual cooperation in times of exigent circumstances.
Mutual Aid Agreements ensure adequate levels of police services for anticipated major events,
unplanned emergencies, or in the event of a natural or manmade disaster.

The agreement currently under consideration extends mutual aid between the City of Doral and
the Town of Bay Harbor Islands until September 2029.
