On August 14, 2025, students across Miami-Dade County headed back to school. To help 

facilitate a safe return for the children attending City of Doral schools, the DPD deployed a 

variety of resources to emphasize school safety for both pedestrians and drivers. Traffic details 

for inbound and outbound traffic as children were dropped off and picked up from school 

reminded our community of the rules and laws surrounding our schools and school traffic.  This 

year the DPD Aggressive Driving Unit efforts resulted in 680 citations being issued.  Electronic 

Message Boards were also deployed in strategic areas to remind pedestrians and drivers to be 

alert and drive safe in our school zones. Additionally, the DPD utilized an “all hands-on deck” 

approach and utilized all available personnel to augment the full time School Resource Officer 

assigned to each school.
