ITEM TITLE:
	DISCUSSION ON THE CREATION OF A CITY OF DORAL CONDOMINIUM AND HOMEOWNERS’ ASSOCIATION ADVISORY (CONDO/HOA) BOARD



 BRIEF HISTORY:
	The majority of Doral residents reside in condominium or homeowners' associations (Condo/HOA) that maintain common areas, enforce standards, and provide essential amenities. The City of Doral and its elected officials frequently receive concerns from residents regarding governance, maintenance, financial transparency, safety, and compliance.

In March 2026, the City of Hialeah issued Executive Order No. 2026-07, establishing the Mayor’s Condominium and Homeowners Association Advisory Task Force to assist the Mayor and city departments with issues impacting condominium and homeowners' association communities.

While municipalities, including the City of Doral, lack jurisdiction over the conduct or laws related to condominiums and associations, the City of Doral and its officials have historically engaged in these matters through advocacy and education. The City actively advocates for and takes official positions on changes and reforms related to Condo/HOA regulations established by the Florida Legislature. Elected officials, including myself (Councilwoman Maureen Porras), have routinely organized workshops, clinics, and information sessions that provide homeowners with education, tools, and important legal information regarding their rights and responsibilities. These workshops often feature key agencies and policymakers who help inform homeowners about the resources available to them.

With this understanding—that the City of Doral does not possess the authority to change or enforce Condo/HOA rules—I propose the creation of a Condominium and Homeowners Association Advisory Board with the following limited purposes:

1. Advising on potential changes and reforms to existing Condo/HOA laws that the City can advocate for, including support for any bills presented during legislative sessions; and
2. Organizing an annual Condo/HOA workshop similar to those previously conducted by elected officials and other advisory boards, aimed at educating and informing residents about their rights and responsibilities while guiding them to available resources.
