[bookmark: _Hlk217906284]WHEREAS, the Downtown Doral Community Development District (the “District”) is an existing community development district established by Miami-Dade County Ordinance No. 08-77 and located in the City of Doral, Florida; and 
WHEREAS, in 2007, the City of Doral duly adopted Resolution No. Z07-20 in support of the District, a true and correct copy of which is attached hereto as “Exhibit “A”; and 
WHEREAS, the legal description of the District as described in Resolution No. Z07-20 are not fully reflected in the approved boundaries as provided by Miami-Dade County Ordinance No. 08-77; and
WHEREAS, the District is seeking to amend the approved boundaries and properly include omitted acres of land as approved by the City’s Resolution; and 
WHEREAS, the District is in the process of submitting to Miami-Dade County a Petition to Expand the Boundaries of the District (the “District’s Petition”) as depicted in “Exhibit “B”, to annex approximately 18.82 acres of land, contiguously located to the District’s current boundaries, as described in “Exhibit C”; and  
WHEREAS, the District’s Petition is consistent with Resolution Z07-20; and
WHEREAS, to the extent that the District’s Petition is consistent with Resolution Z07-20, the Council reaffirms its adoption of Resolution Z07-20 and its support of the District’s Petition.
NOW THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE MAYOR AND THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF DORAL, FLORIDA, AS FOLLOWS:
Section 1.     Recitals.  The above recitals are true and correct and incorporated
herein.

The City Council hereby reaffirms its adoption of Resolution Z07-20 as provided herein and finds that the District’s Petition is consistent with that Resolution. Therefore, the City supports the District’s Petition for consideration by Miami-Dade County, pursuant to the Uniform Community Development District Act of 1990, Chapter 190, Florida Statutes.
Section 3.      Implementation.	The City Manager and City Attorney are authorized to take any additional actions necessary to implement this Resolution, including making any modifications, executing any documents and addendums as necessary to effectuate this Resolution, provided that such actions remain consistent with the Council’s intent.
Section 4.      Severability.  If any clause, sentence, or phrase of this Resolution is for any reason held invalid or unconstitutional by a court of competent jurisdiction, this holding shall not affect the validity of the remaining portions of this Resolution.	
Section 5.      Effective Date.	This Resolution shall become effective immediately upon adoption by the City Council and is binding on all successors and assigns.
