Introduction

Expoartesano La Memoria is a cultural movement that has been promoting and preserving
Colombian handicraft tradition for fifteen years. After the first international edition in 2023,
Expoartesano will return to Miami in 2024, showcasing the vibrant colors and textures of
Colombian handicrafts. The event aims to connect artisans with new markets and continue to
celebrate the traditions and customs of Colombia.

WHAT THEY OFFER

Support Colombia artisans by establishing local, national, and international commercial
connections. By Utilizing natural raw materials and employing artisanal transformation processes
with minimal environmental impact. To serves as a guardian of ancestral techniques that enable
the sustainable use and preservation of resources and transmission of Colombian culture and
traditions.
