ITEM TITLE:
	A RESOLUTION OF THE MAYOR AND THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF DORAL, FLORIDA, INSTRUCTING CITY STAFF AND THE CITY ATTORNEY TO CREATE A POLICY REQUIRING HOTELS TO POST “NO HOURLY RATE” SIGNS; TO CREATE PENALTIES WHICH MAY INCLUDE WITHHOLDING OF THEIR BUSINESS TAX RECEIPT; PROVIDING FOR IMPLEMENTATION; PROVIDING FOR INCORPORATION OF RECITALS; AND PROVIDING FOR AN EFFECTIVE DATE



 BRIEF HISTORY:
	In 2026, the City of Doral will host major world events which include the G20 summit, FIFA World Cup, and the PGA Miami Tournament. These events will bring a multitude of visitors into our City that will look to our hotel industry for lodging. Unfortunately, this influx of visitors brings with it the heightened probability that hotels will be used for illicit activities, including human and sex trafficking, drug trafficking and prostitution. 

In 2022, the State of Florida passed Florida Statute § 509.098, which prohibits hotels and motels from charging hourly rates for accommodation. This law greatly reduces the use of hotel spaces for criminals to conduct illicit activities. This law is enforced by Florida’s Department of Business and Professional Regulation. 

Although the City of Doral is generally pre-empted from enforcing this law, the City has the power to require that certain notices be posted as a requirement for obtaining a Business Tax Receipt. Additionally, through its code enforcement powers, the City may charge a penalty for hotel operators that fail to properly post.

Accordingly, I ask that our City staff along with out City attorney draft an ordinance that will establish posting in all City Hotels that provides notice to all hotel patrons and owners that hourly rates are prohibited. Additionally, the ordinance will establish penalties and fines.
