A RESOLUTION OF THE MAYOR AND THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF DORAL, FLORIDA, APPROVING THE IMPLEMENTATION OF A SOLAR STREETLIGHT PROJECT ALONG NW 82 STREET FROM NW 107 AVENUE TO NW 114 AVENUE; SELECTING _________________ AS THE VENDOR; APPROVING A PROJECT IN AN AMOUNT NOT TO EXCEED $______________, WHICH INCLUDES A TEN PERCENT (10%) CONTINGENCY FOR UNFORESEEN CONDITIONS; AUTHORIZING THE CITY MANAGER TO EXECUTE ALL NECESSARY DOCUMENTS AND EXPEND BUDGETED FUNDS; PROVIDING FOR IMPLEMENTATION; PROVIDING FOR INCORPORATION OF RECITALS; AND PROVIDING FOR AN EFFECTIVE DATE

WHEREAS, the City of Doral’s (the “City”) Public Works Department (PWD) has identified that the road segments along NW 82nd Street, between NW 107th Avenue and NW 114th Avenue (the “Corridor”), lack adequate illumination; and
WHEREAS, the City is committed to improving infrastructure, safety, and sustainability through alternative energy solutions consistent with the Citywide Sustainability Implementation Plan; and
WHEREAS, in furtherance of the City’s Sustainability Implementation Plan the  City’s PWD has evaluated solar streetlighting as a cost-effective alternative to traditional hardwired systems; and
WHEREAS, proposals for solar streetlighting were obtained from Fonroche Lighting America and SELS Solar through cooperative purchasing contracts, in accordance with Section 2-321 of the City Code; and
WHEREAS, both vendors performed photometric analysis and provided design and cost proposals for the Corridor; and
WHEREAS, in furtherance of the City’s desire to procure solar streetlighting, pilot solar lighting poles were installed along NW 82 Street for evaluation at the direction of the City Council; and
WHEREAS, the City Mayor and Council desires to select a vendor and authorize implementation of the project; and
WHEREAS, the City Mayor and Council has evaluated the vendors proposals for a pilot solar streetlighting project to be implemented in the corridor, and after careful deliberation have found that ________________ is the best vendor for the installation and operation of solar streetlighting throughout the Corridor; and 
WHEREAS, the total project cost, including a ten percent (10%) contingency for unforeseen conditions, shall not exceed $_____________________; and
WHEREAS, funding for this project is available in the Public Works Transportation Fund, Account Number: 101.80005.500633.       
NOW, THEREFORE, BE RESOLVED BY THE MAYOR AND THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF DORAL AS FOLLOWS:

Section 2. Approval. The implementation of a solar streetlight project along NW 82 Street from NW 107 Avenue to NW 114 Avenue is hereby approved, and ________________________________ (Fonroche Lighting America or SELS Solar) is selected as the vendor, for a total not-to-exceed amount of $_____________________, which includes a ten percent (10%) contingency for unforeseen conditions, together with such non-material changes as may be acceptable to the City Manager and approved as to form and legality by the City Attorney.  
Authorization.  The City Manager is authorized to execute all agreements, purchase orders, and related documents, and to expend budgeted funds on behalf of the City, including utilization of the approved ten percent (10%) contingency as necessary to address unforeseen conditions consistent with the intent of this Resolution.
Section 4.	Implementation.  The City Manager and City Attorney are authorized to take any additional actions necessary to implement this Resolution, including making any modifications, executing any documents and addendums as necessary to effectuate this Resolution, provided that such actions remain consistent with the Council’s intent.
Section 5.	Effective Date.  This Resolution shall take effect immediately upon adoption.
